Chandler Macleod and Creativity Australia want to announce the launch of the first New Path community networking event, held to help migrants and refugees secure employment in Australia. This event is being held on the 19th October, 2010 in Melbourne.

The New Path event is a joint venture between the NFP organization, Creativity Australia and Chandler Macleod, one of Australia’s largest sourcing and assessment organizations. On the 19th October, a three hour event will be held at Sofitel Melbourne where Organisational Psychologists will be presenting insights and training to migrants and refugees to assist them to develop skills required for securing employment in Australia, whilst recruiters will be offering their time to discuss industry trends and developments relevant to these groups.  
A broad cross section of migrant and refugees were invited to attend the event, not only to benefit from the free training and advice, but to develop lasting networks with other migrants and refugees, support groups, training organisations and community groups such as Melbourne Sings and other choirs across Melbourne. The response was very positive, with over 100 migrants and refugees registering a place at the event. The free community event was advertised through organizations such as ASRC, AMES, Creativity Australia and South Eastern Region Migrant Resource Centre. The event is also the launching place for the Chandler Macleod Linked In group for Migrants (which will have links to support networks, training providers (e.g., ESL), and job notice boards).

Creativity Australia and Chandler Macleod hope that the success of this event will lead to increased public awareness of future New Path events that will be held for those new to Australia, particularly marginalized individuals and those who need support in developing relevant and up-to-date job search skills and competencies. We also hope that it will enable migrants and refugees to become more aware of community based initiatives such as Melbourne Sings choirs that they can become part of. 
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
